From Your Pastor! 
OK, get your tissues out for a 
really, really sad story.  So, it 
was Saturday afternoon, I was 
coming back from Marion.  It 
was hot…now I don’t mean 
unpleasantly warm or the 
kinda hot that may test your 
deodorant a little.  It was 
sweat through your shirt, man 
you stink hot. I was rounding a 
curve, tootling a long and 
minding my own business 
when I heard a funny “road” 
noise.  It only took about two 
seconds to realize I had a 

FLAT tire.  I immediately whipped to the side of the load, stopped 
and said, “Well what are we going to do now?”  I mean I knew 
what to do but I also knew I didn’t want to do it. 

So, I got out of the car, and yes, it was hot and starting looking at 
the tires.  Tire #1, good; tire #2, good; Tire #3, good; tire #4, flat--
but only on one side.  So I went to the rear of the van, popped the 
tailgate and found the jack--the one that had never been used and 
held in place by a nut that had been torqued to the point of no re-
turn at the factory.  As I tried to loosen it, it soon wasn’t the only 
thing that was torqued.   

After much effort, I got the jack out, loosened the lug nuts and 
jacked the van up enough to locate the spare under the rear of the 
van.  It appeared to be held in place by a giant wing nut that hadn’t 
been loosened…ever.  I beat on it for about 15 minutes slowly 
turning it around and wishing the guy that designed it would have 
a massive kidney stone. 

Finally I came to my senses and said, “Maybe, I should read the 
directions.”  Well, I did and I discovered the guy didn’t deserve a 
kidney stone after all.  You see, Ford had put a nut inside the van 
in the cargo area.  As you turned that nut with the lug wrench, it 
gently lowered the tire to the ground.  Hmmmm…how about that? 

Well, I got the spare out and as I was jacking up the van the rest of 
way, God sent a young man to help me finish the job.  Thank you, 
Lord. 

So, while I still had a very flat tire, while I was drenched in sweat 
(and even jammed my thumb--this is well the tissues come in), 
and while I was still very, very hot…if I had just read the directions 
my experience would have been a whole lot less painful.  If only I 
had read the directions….

Faith Flexors Class 

The aim of this ministry is to bring youth to Je-
sus and to reach out to their friends.  Youth are 
challenged to grow spiritually as well as become 
physically fit.  The verse that we have taught our 
youth is that of I Cor. 6:19-20 that says our body 
is the temple of the Holy Spirit and we need to 
honor Him with it.   

We started this ministry in March, 2010, and it 
has been having an attendance of about 12 -21 during the school year.  
Our numbers are down this summer, but the youth who come express a 
need for this ministry. 

Our sessions consists of agility, polymeric, cardio, and spiritual devel-
opment.  God has placed a desire in my heart to spur these youth on to 
be a “Daniel”.  The spiritual side has been a very important part of our 
time together and will continue to be so.  We are studying Daniel and 
the times he had to stand for what was right then, though, no one else 
would.  This is also a great way to spend time developing relationships 
out side regular youth meeting times. 

We are so blessed to have Ron Rister, a body builder, and trainer, who 
knows the proper way to build our bodies physically.  Our meeting 
times are on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 3:30.  Our sessions last for 
1hour and a half in the multi-purpose room. 

We are in need of some equipment to help strengthen the core muscles 
of those participating.  This will enable us to better help older youth 
and to better our over all program. I know there are a lot of youth who 
want to workout to become more healthier, but as a church, I think we 
can do it better by making the key to life, Jesus, as the center of our 
lives.  No other church is doing this right now, let’s use what talents 
and abilities we have for Him.   

I have gotten trustee approval and chairman of finance approval to start 
raising funds to pay for this equipment.  Total cost will be $5300.  We 
need half by the end of this month.  We want to place an order by the 
end of the month so equipment will be here by mid September.  The 
rest of the money will be due on pick up.  I will post a running total in 
the newsletter so everyone will stay informed. 

If you would like to contribute funds for purchasing the equipment, 
you need to mark your offering envelope “Youth Exercise Equipment”.  
Please make it a separate part of your offering.  Don’t give to this if 
you are not giving a regular tithe to the church.  This is a special offer-
ing of blessing beyond your 10%.  This youth offering will be taken up 
this Sunday July 25.  We may do a fish fry to secure additional funds.

There will be a Men On Mission Meeting held at 
Union Grove Baptist Church on Aug. 2 at 7:00 
pm.  If you are interested in attending, please 
meet on the church parking lot at 6:30 pm.  We 
will carpool over to the church.  
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We will be having our 8th Annual “Back to 
School Community Outreach” on Sunday, 
August 15th from 4 to 6 pm at the church.  
School supplies for Harrisburg students grades 
K-8, haircuts for students (by licensed cosme-
tologists), gym shoes, socks, underwear, gen-
tly used clothing, and a meal for the family 
will all be provided free of charge.  As par-
ents/guardians register their students, they also 
meet with a counselor who seeks an opportu-

nity to get to know their needs, witness, and pray with them.  Visita-
tion teams follow up on the unchurched families during the fall visita-
tion times.  To insure integrity, we also check student names against 
the “Ready 2 Learn” Phelps list and supplies will not be duplicated to 
those students.  They will be able to receive the other resources. 

Last year we fed over 750 people and gave away almost 408 pair of 
gym shoes to students. We provided bags of school supplies as re-
quested as on the school lists.  The cost of last years project was over 
$10, 113.18 which was donated by our congregation.  This is a mission 
project and is not included in our church budget.  In order to complete 
this project we need funds and workers.  We usually have over 200 
volunteers to make this project happen.  Our offerings for this project 
as of Sunday, July 4 are $1581 which is significantly less than the 
$10,113 which we spent last year.  Please pray and ask God where He 
would have you serve for this project and what He would have you 
give.    Dates to remember:  assemble the school supply bags, Thurs-
day, August 12 at 9 am in the multipurpose room.  Setup, will be Sun-
day afternoon, August 15th.  Sign-up sheets for teams will be on the 
mission bulletin board, we will need your help.
