From Your Pastor

September 2, 2008. It was the day after Labor Day and it was the day
I woke up and said, “Enough is enough.” For whatever reason, that
day | started a journey toward trying to be healthier. My doctor had
encouraged me to do something...but with little or no results. After all,
he really doesn’t understand how hard it is to lose weight. My wife
had encouraged me but | tuned her out. God convicted me but | made
excuses. Then, that Tuesday, | took a first step. Today, March 2,
2010 is eighteen months later. | wanted to share with you how things
are going.

First, | managed to put on “a few pounds” but the vast majority of the
weight is still gone. Second, | am still on the treadmill and probably
have exceeded 1,000 miles of walking and listening to sermons.
Third, it is still a struggle and there have been some victories and
some lost battles. The bottom line is that by God's grace and with His
help, | have experienced something that | never have before--a long
term change in some habits affecting my health.

Here are some things | have learned. First, | have a real tendency to
fail to recognize a victory and a real easy time dwelling on defeats. |
am certain that this is the work of the evil one. If he can convince us
that we are a failure, chances are we will live like a failure. It is true in
healthy habits and it is true in our spiritual journey. Don't believe him--
he is a liar. God’s Word declares us to be more than conquerors--and
He has never told a fib...period.

Second, celebration breeds success. The more we learn to celebrate
and thank God for every victory...the greater the chance tomorrow (or
the next time) we will succeed. Judy and | have both decided that we
as individuals, as a family and as a church family need to learn to
celebrate--every offering goal, every baptism, every ministry task,
every awesome worship service--celebrate the goodness of God...
period.

Third, there are certain things that | wrestle with and probably always
will. | like sweets...a lot. Even though | was off of them for seven
months, as soon as | cracked that door open--the struggle began. |
suspect that there are things in your life too that as soon as you crack
the door open, you struggle. Anything (and don't just think food) come
to mind? | am now off sweets till at least the end of March. Why? |
can’t handle them--they handle me. That might be something you
need to apply in your life.

Last, | have learned to “stay on the scale.” You see, for a long time |
weighed once a week. | started saying, “Oh, well, one week won't
hurt.” You need to know | was wrong. The scale told me the truth and
the truth was | didn’t want to hear the truth! So | did what we all do...I
ran from the truth. We do it spiritually when we fail to stay in the
Word. We don't like what it says, so we shut it up--we just don’t read
it. Take it to the bank--we need the scale to watch our weight and we
need the Book to stay spiritually straight.
